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INTRODUCTION:  

The annual District Cub Scout Camporee offers an opportunity to all Cub Scouts to camp under canvas, to work for activity badges, go on an outing and above all to make friends and have fun with Cubs from other packs.  There are badges to gain, crafts to make, swimming, sports and a day trip too.
The camp will be based on four sub-camps of three tents.  As in previous years, the girl Cubs will be in sub-camps led by female leaders.  

This year due to lack of leaders we are having to cap the numbers at 60 and will initially be offering 6 places per pack with a reserve list.  Priority will be given to those cubs who haven’t been to a Camporee before.  Places not taken up by groups will be offered to those on the reserve list.

Due to the popularity of the Camporee an early booking is essential.  Please return the Permission to Camp form to your Cub Scout Leader with the correct camp fee for the number of days your child will be attending by 1st April at the latest.

SPECIAL REQUIREMENTS: 

Should any Cub have a specific condition, disability or dietary problem which may be considered to prevent attendance at Camporee, please do not hesitate to contact me directly, I am sure that some arrangements can be made for him/her to participate, at least in part, in the activities planned.

DATES AND ATTENDANCE:  

From 2pm on Sunday 9th August to Saturday 15th August 2009 – For those Cubs attending Sunday to Wednesday, pick-up time will be after the outing and should not be before 7.00pm.  Cubs attending Wednesday to Saturday should arrive before 8.30am on Wednesday morning to attend the outing.

FEES:  Fees are £120 for full week and £70.00 for half week, payable in advance.  Cheques should be made payable to Ealing & Hanwell DSC Camporee Account.
ACTIVITY BADGES:
During a full week a Cub can attempt five activity badges, or Cubs attending half week can try for two.  Cubs attending will get an opportunity to choose which badges they would like to attempt when their place has been confirmed.
